     Those in attendance were invited to share announcements and information.
· Joni Griffin- Bridge Builders has been conducting Dream Teams for one year.  Dream Teams are available to all youth in the county, particularly at-risk youth.  Bridge Builders has had conversations with Kanesville Alternative Learning Center and the Department of Human Services; it was suggested that they contact Iowa State University Extension and FAMILY Inc. to offer services to their teen parenting program.  The local chapter of Elevate will be attending Reggie’s Sleep Out on October 17 to build their awareness of homelessness.   

· Susan Pawloski- Lutheran Family Services is changing their name from the Building Families Boutique to the Pottawattamie County Center for Healthy Families.  Their 6th Annual Wicker and Wine Auction will be Thursday, November 4th, 2010. The Nurturing Parenting Program currently has 16 participants and Parent and Child Interactive Therapy is now being offered in both English & Spanish.  They have created a new partnership with the VNA to offer Operation Front Line, a 6week educational program with a chef.  They also offer services to mothers without insurance through their Maternal Depression Program.
· Jean Stevens- HOPE-Net has developed an after-care program for incarcerated women.  She has been going to the Pottawattamie County Jail to teach life-skills classes and is developing transition teams around women for their release from the prison system.  The Sequals Thrift Store is holding career clothes for these women and a partnership is being formed with Iowa Works to help clients gain employment skills.

· Randy Fontaine- Shared a newsletter put out by HOPE-Net regarding their recent happenings.

· Bruce Kuenning- Circles of Support started meeting at their new location at 7th and Broadway (the old Salvation Army). They will be holding their fall celebration on October 25 & a Christmas celebration in December.  The number of children attending has gone up and they are in the works of getting a second Circles Group up and running in the Lake Manawa Area.

· Christy Hagen- Trailblazers is holding their fall outing at Camp Pokamoke on October 16. November 20 is their Annual Thanksgiving Dinner; approximately 350 people attended last year.  December 18 is the live Christmas Celebration.  Contact Dave Smith or Christy Hagen if you can help in any way. They have formed a new partnership with the YMCA.  Trailblazers is starting to infuse the 40 Developmental Assets into their Parent Link Group.  

Partners for Meth Prevention (PMP) is infusing assets into their work.  They are going to be doing education and trainings in the area schools.

· Patricia Russmann- There is an upcoming Asset Executive Breakfast on November 5 and a full day Asset Champion Training November 30.  These are free professional development opportunities.
