Introductions: We began with introductions and “new and goods”. Bonnie was pleased to announce that the Circles materials/invitations are ready for distribution. Crystal announced that a Family Team Meeting referral has been received; Susan informed us that Megan Malik will be leaving the boutique to care for her new baby, she will be missed. Velma is happy that they have added new staff, now completing a full staff with new ideas!

Circles Update: Bonnie gave an update on the Circles of Support program that HOPE-Net ministries and Promise Partners will be partnering to start January 26th. The program will be called “Families First Community Circles” and will consist of monthly community meals followed by community conversations/presentations. Dinners will begin on the 4th Monday each month from 6:00-8:00, located at the Micah House. There will be a planning meeting on January 15th at 6:30, at First Church of the Nazarene, 2600 Ave A; for those who would like to become involved. Training will also be held February 17th and 18th at First Church of the Nazarene from 9-3, Lois Smidt from Beyond Welfare will be conducting a shortened version of the week long Circles “immersion” training.
NN Grant Update: The 2009 Neighborhood Networking grant applications are now available. Groups or organizations can apply for up to $3,000 to fund a youth/family oriented community project. The maximum amount has increased due to extra funding provided by the Iowa West Foundation. The extra funding will also allow the grant applications to be released twice a year! Family Team Meeting Update: Crystal was pleased to receive a referral from the Phoenix House for a CBFTM. Jenni Smith has also expressed interest in facilitating CBFTM’s, as well as helping others get certified. Please continue to refer families and distribute information to families about FTM’s.

CPPC Review: We reviewed a handout from the recent CPPC 201 training. The handout gives suggestions to talking to others about CPPC. It was also suggested at this training that members of the Shared Decision Making team can give presentations to the community in addition to the local CPPC coordinator. Another suggestion for Shared Decision Making teams was to have all members of the team help recruit new members to attend the Shared Decision Making meetings. CPPC brochures and DVDS were given out to the SDM members present to aid in this effort.

Training Opportunities: In addition to the Circles “mini-immersion” training Feb. 17th and 18th, other available training opportunities were discussed.  On January 30, from 9:30-3:30 at AEA13, a “Ricochet” facilitator training will be held, participants will learn new research based leadership curriculum designed for middle school aged youth. Another educational opportunity is aimed at families; the “Celebrating Families” program is for families with youth k-3 grade, each session covers a new topic.
