CPPC REVIEW

There were comments addressing the different system barriers faced by those who are on the receiving end of the SDM strategy.  The idea of a survey was brought forward.  Lisa Bellows will be looking into a work survey that could address this issue.
CIRCLES UPDATE
We are looking for ways to get families that utilize the Circles of Support group to stay with it and also how to find more families to come to the dinners.  Bruce is always looking to do more presentations on Circles.  Ideas were discussed that bought up a possible partnership with MOHM’s place or providing Circles information to residents of subsidized housing in the area: Featherstone, Place 35, Cottonwood, The Heights, etc.  The possibility of further separating Circles of Supports from Hope-Net Ministries while explaining the program in recruiting possible families was also brought up in discussion.

COMMUNITY NETWORKING UPDATE
We received 19 applications for our fall 2009 Community Networking Grant cycle.  We will be reviewing them with the Pottawattamie Youth Council on Sunday, October 18th.  The signing ceremony will be held on Wednesday, November 4th.
